= AIMS

The ONJ Youth Orchestra is a unique project created in 2018, which allows students to play with other musicians from
different regions of France and Europe, to meet artists and composers from the French and European jazz scene and to
learn to work in an orchestra.

This ensemble is dedicated to the reinterpretation of the repertoires of the French Orchestre National de Jazz since its
creation, with the ambition of enhancing the great richness of this heritage, of transmitting it to new generations of artists
and of making it discoverable to new audiences. Each season, the direction of the orchestra is entrusted to a former
musical director of the ONJ. Since 2018, three of them have succeeded each other as conductors: saxophonist Frangois
Jeanneau (ONJ 1986), vibraphonist Franck Tortiller (ONJ 2005-2008) and pianist Denis Badault (ONJ 1994-1997) and
Laurent Cugny (ONJ 1994-1997). In addition, the ONJ Youth Orchestra helps to identify new talent and to recruit soloists
for the Orchestre National de Jazz.

For this new season, guitarist and composer Claude Barthélemy, musical director of the Orchestre National de
Jazz from 1989 to 1991, then from 2002 to 2005, will take the reins of the Orchestre des Jeunes. During his two
mandates, he created an ambitious, resolutely mixed jazz, borrowing equally from rock, contemporary music, chanson
and traditional music. For the Orchestre des Jeunes, he will propose a repertoire made up of pieces from these two
periods. He will also give the young musicians the opportunity to perform previously unrecorded sequences.

As in previous seasons, the orchestra will perform in concerts (6 per season on average).
